The goal of The Jamaica Organization for Youth (J.O.Y.) is to give opportunities to the needy children of Jamaica by providing them with technology and encouraging its use in schools and community centers.
Program Description.   WHAT JOY DOES
Typical joy partners and local Rotary clubs help with in kind and cash donations.  The low cost sponsorship program allows most individuals and organizations to participate in the installation of a computer lab in a school or community organization.  The cost for sponsorship of a computer, monitor, mouse and keyboard is approximately US$125.00.  These funds help offset the cost of shipping and the cost of parts that are needed to bring the computers to current technical standards.

Action.  Interested organizations should direct a letter of inquiry, followed-up by a full proposal meeting the below-listed criteria, in English, Spanish or Russian to:

1) Present a clear work plan, including a description of:

a) Are funds available for sponsorship of the computers?

b) Who will benefit from the computers?

c) Steps taken to arrange custom clearance, transport to site.

d) Planned uses of computers

e) Current and planned skills of teachers and those in charge of the computers.

4. evidence commitment to providing the necessary environment for the computers; and

a) Description of computer lab facility (Air conditioned, floor area, lighting, ventilation)

b) Telephone line accessibility

c) Electrical service supplying the operating current for the computers. 

5. Articulate a vision of the potential role and impact of the computers  in meeting the needs of community members and students, and if possible provide evidence of commitment to engaging the broader community, and the local public sector, in dialogue on computer training policy in benefit of the poor.

In event of approval, JOY will sign a contract with partner agencies defining the obligations of each party.  JOY asks that partners inform JOY of significant changes in the original work plan prior to implementing these changes.  Further, subsequent shipments are contingent on providing written information on program operation and impact, which is essential to assist JOY in improving its operations and informing its funders and supporters of how their resources are being used.
